Dear Parents, 
Shhhh…. The children don’t know about this yet! 
The Early Years children will be visiting ‘Smart Trees’, near Pershore, on Tuesday 3rd December 2024. The visit includes a treasure hunt through a field of Christmas trees where we will be following a map to find hidden clues, a walk through a magical indoor forest, a visit to and a present from Father Christmas, a chance to meet and stroke his reindeer, and a Christmassy trailer ride around the farm. We will also be taking letters, written by the children in school, to post in Santa’s post box. Hopefully we will later receive replies! 
We will be leaving by coach after registration and will return to school before 3:30pm for usual end of day pick up. We ask that every child comes to school dressed appropriately for outdoor activity – trousers (no skirts please), warm layers, a waterproof coat, wellies, clean trainers/change of footwear, and hats and gloves are essential. School uniform does not need to be worn. We will need to take the children’s wellington boots with us, so please send them in a named carrier bag, so we can change into them when we arrive at Smart Trees. 
The cost of this visit will be £24 per child. This includes the entrance fee (including a gift from Santa) and transport costs. The visit is to be paid for online via Arbor online payment. Please make your payment no later than Tuesday 26th November 2024. Whilst the cost of the trip is a voluntary contribution, the trip may have to be cancelled if insufficient contributions are received. If you have any problems with payments*, please make an appointment to see either Mrs Thorp or Mr Groves as soon as possible.  
Children who have ordered a school lunch on the day of the visit will need to cancel their online booking but will still need to bring a drink in a backpack. If your child usually brings a packed lunch on this day, they will need to bring a packed lunch and a drink in a backpack. Please click here to complete the attached form regarding medication requirements and ordering a school lunch. You will need to complete this form by Tuesday 26th November 2024.
*Please note your child may be eligible for Pupil Premium Funding if you or your partner claim certain benefits such as Income Support/Job Seekers (Income based) etc. This means there may be funding available to pay for your child to go on school visits and they would also be eligible for Free School Meals (FSM). NB This is not to be confused with Universal Infant Free School Meals (UIFSM) which is provided for all EYFS/KS1 children, or Pupil Premium Plus Funding which is provided for all Looked After Children.
